GENERAL ELECTION ~ NOVEMBER 3, 2020 ~ IMPORTANT INFORMATION

November 3rd is the General Election and plans have been made to ensure safe voting as much
as possible. The county has developed a new layout for in-person voting at the community
center, they have acquired personal protective equipment for all election officials and voters,
and they will be sanitizing the equipment periodically throughout the day. Our Community
Services Department will offer transportation to the community center on election day with
safeguards in place for safe transports.

If you are planning to vote by mail, you’ve undoubtedly heard on the news that it is imperative that you vote early. As a
convenience, a ballot application is included with this newsletter. If you need additional ballot applications, you can call
our office (216) 739-3702 or the board of elections at (216) 443-VOTE(8683).

To ensure quick delivery of your completed ballot, we will transport anyone interested to take their ballot directly to
the Cuyahoga County Board of Elections so they can deposit it in the secure ballot drop box. These are scheduled for
Tuesday, October 13th and Friday, October 16th. Save an envelope and a stamp!
